Abstract: In recent years, the term “governance” has been widely used, but its precise meaning is seldom exam-
ined. By reviewing a large body of related literature, this essay traces the etymology of the term “governance”
and conducts a pedigree analysis of it, with a view to finding out whether there really is a so-called paradigm
shift in the field of public administration. The author holds to the view that, in the past two or three decades,
the mainstream governance literature basically advocated a normative stance, i.e., the neoliberalism stance. This
stance has no solid empirical foundation but is merely a “hollow signifier, ” and the secret of its prevalence lies
exactly in its ambiguity. That said, the concept of “governance” should not be completely abandoned. Instead, it

should return to its origin and develop its own discourse system.
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Abstract: Ensuring the efficiency and fairness of medical services is a fundamental goal of health care reform in
each country. According to the neo-liberal ideas, an important measure to achieve these goals is the privatization
or disguised privatization of public hospitals. However, judged from the practices of health care reform in China
and around the world, the privatization of public hospitals has failed to achieve the desired results. A better
commitment to property rights reform is more like an illusion. Because of highly asymmetric information, medi-
cal services can easily sink into market failure, making public hospitals less efficient and more repulsive. Main-
taining the public welfare of medical services requires the government intervention. And for the government,

control of hospital property is one of the most effective means to implement health policies.
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
