as a question of both ontology and epistemology, is necessarily constrained by economic
life. It is closely related to human knowledge of nature and practice, and its temporal
dimension is embodied in the connection between the present and the future. The
exploration of uncertainty in social behavior should first focus on the analysis of
socioeconomic life, breaking down the behavioral mechanisms behind uncertainty in the
light of people’s living conditions, social attributes and individuation strategies of cognition
and practice as seen in the interaction between economic regulation and the agent’ s
freewill. We need to pay heed to the mutual prescriptivity between man and nature ,
exploring the epistemological factors that impact on their harmonious relations and
ecological civilization through analysis of the uncertainty of science and technology R&.D
and their practical application. We should take note of social change and development ,
reveal the différence mechanism of the uncertainty of social behavior, and deepen our
dialectical understanding of the linkage between “crisis” and “opportunity” and the
transformation of the one into the other. Conducting an in-depth analysis of the mechanism
of uncertainty in contemporary social behavior by means of the epistemology of historical
dialectics is important for correct handling of risks, efficient resolution of crises, and

promotion of the orderly and harmonious development of society.

It has been more than three decades since aged care moved on to the national
agenda, and social provision and community services for the aged have been part of
national policy since the beginning of this century. So far, however, work on aging
issues, from guiding principles to policymaking, has never clearly discriminated
between long-term care services for the disabled elderly and general aged care.
Bundling long-term care services under general care of the aged, or even replacing the
former by the latter, hasled to misdirected policy targeting, unbalanced structures
and a lack of staff, resulting in a serious shortage of care for elderly people who suffer
from disability or dementia. The situation is serious: in urban and rural areas, the
disabled population alone already amounts to nearly 40 million. During the 13th Five-
year Plan period ,putting an independent long-term care policy high on the national

agenda and carrying out work on policy fundamentals is an urgent task.
